showgirl or two [ actually six]. This farce is light, fast paced, witty and irreverent.

This hysterical musical allows for an ensemble of comedic performers and burlesque type dancers. The
title derives from a line often used by vaudeville comedians to begin a story: “A funny thing happened
on the way to the theater”. The 1962 Broadway production won 7 Tony Awards including Best
Musical, Best Actor and Best Featured Actor.
